Dear Visitation Family, Shalom (Peace)!

It's November! What does it mean? It means that this is the time for Thanks-Giving! First of all, to
think of and thank God, the source of all good, who continues to give us more and more gifts both natural
and supernatural, and also to thank all the people He has placed in our life journey to be a blessing to us.
The best way of thanking is by giving! We commenced this month thanking Him for the cloud of witnesses,
All Saints! Though the saints are so different in age, gender, walk of life, and degrees of holiness, they all had
one thing in common, namely, they gave us what they received. In the liturgical calendar November is
designated as the month of All Souls, when we especially remember and pray for all the faithful departed,
known and unknown. We pray especially for the holy souls in purgatory who now can only receive since their
opportunity to give has ended until they are in heaven. Today is also the 100" anniversary of the end of
the I World War. And every year on this eleventh day of the eleventh month, we celebrate Veteran’s day in
honor of those who have given their all to serve the nation faithfully and fearlessly. And today’s readings
speak about how God sees our giving. He lauds and rewards all who give themselves totally, selflessly,
willingly, cheerfully and generously with complete trust and loving faith

In the gospel (Mk 12: 38-44) what struck me most was the verse 41 which said that Jesus, (who in
Mark’s chronology is now in the Temple in Jerusalem during the Passover week, which is our liturgical Holy Week),
sat down opposite the treasury and WATCHED how the people put money into the treasury. That to me is
equally scary and comforting. While teaching us to be grateful for all that we receive from a God who can
never be outdone in generosity, Jesus and the gospel remind us that Christian discipleship and
stewardship is all about GIVING as Christ gives. Every page of the gospel, every miracle and parable of
Jesus, all His teaching and preaching, His life and His mission is all about that. Today's gospel qualifies
what truly a Christ-like giving is.

The Temple courtyard which is the setting for today's gospel is a very noisy place not only because
of the crowd that was there at that time of the year, but because of the clanging of coins. There were thirteen
receptacles there, each shaped like a large funnel or trumpet with large opening at the top and from there a
long twisting tunnel that went down to the ground. The idea was that these coins would make a lot of noise,
much like the modern day slot machines, and draw people’s attention. And the more noise, the more
generous you were seen to be. Now, all those sounds seem to fall deaf to Jesus’ ears! But, the only sound
that catches his attention is the clunk of two small copper coins worth less than a penny. Immediately Jesus’
eyes are drawn there. There was a widow, says Mark. Jesus saw what others really did not see! She was
giving everything she had, while others gave from their surplus. She was giving out of her need and
sustenance. When he heard the clunk of the coins, Jesus saw her deep trust which made it possible
for her to do that. Widows had difficult time at the time of Our Lord. They could not inherit the property of
their husbands. It had to go through their brothers or sons or some male relative. If they were not there, it
was confiscated by the scribes, leaving her desperate with nothing. She would have no livelihood like the
widow of Zarephath in the first reading (/ Kg 17:10-16) who during the famine, expected her son and herself
to die of starvation after they had eaten the But she, like the widow in the gospel gave everything to feed
God's prophet Elijah first. But, the promise of the Lord that her jar of flour will never go empty, nor her
jug of oil ever run dry until the day when the Lord will send rain upon the earth, came to pass
because of her total trust expressed through her generous and unreserved giving.

All of us are called to be givers- of our time, talent, and treasure! And most of us are givers! But the
question is: Are you a grudge-giver, who does not want to give, but give just to create a “bella-figura” image,
or are you a duty-giver who gives only because of certain obligation attached to it, or are you a thanks-
giver, who gives generously, cheerfully from the very substance of your being and not from the surplus,
because of the realization that everything you have is from, and for God?

As we look at Jesus on the cross, celebrate his sacrificial love at every Eucharist, and be fed
by His Body, Blood, Soul and Divinity, let us learn to be thanks-givers whom the Lord sees and
approves! God bless and Mary protect you & yours! | am blessed and thankful to be your father in Christ!
